A student who specializes in security studies acquires
the skills in writing, communication, and analysis that
are critical to working in a career field related to
homeland or national security. Students may work for
any one of the 22 federal agencies that comprise the
Department of Homeland Security, the Department of
Defense, other federal departments or any of the
national intelligence agencies that support the
homeland security mission. At the state and local
levels, students may work in law enforcement, health,
environment, transportation, critical infrastructure
protection or any number of jobs related to security.

The curriculum is grounded in the knowledge, skills,
and abilities related to security career fields that are
in demand in today's competitive marketplace.

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ABOUT THE PROGRAM

The Interdisciplinary Undergraduate Minor in Security
Studies 18 semester hours of course work, with B hours
of core requirements and 12 hours of electives, across a

number of academic disciplines.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

CORE COURSES:
SECS 1000: Introduction to Security Studies

Basic concepts and principles of security policy planming and
program implementation across multiple academic disciplngs with
application at the local state, and federal levels of gavernment as
well s the private and nonprofit sectors.
